Manyo Blacksmith Hut (741 Kajiyacho, Nagahama, Shiga)

Kajiyacho Village in Nagahama City, northern Shiga, was a key center for crafting armor and spears during the Sengoku era.
Later, it became a hub for agricultural tools, but by the 1950s, the Manyo Blacksmith Hut was the last workshop, and now
welcomes visitors as a municipal cultural property. Guests can experience traditional blacksmithing, such as the following:

Plan A: Blacksmith Experience — Create a Paper Knife
Experience traditional blacksmithing techniques. Using a
5-inch nail, craft your original paper knife under the guidance
of skilled local craftsmen, who are dedicated to preserving the
area’s cultural heritage.

Plan B: Paper Knife Crafting & Exploration of Kajiya Village
After crafting your paper knife, join a guided tour of the village,
a blacksmithing settlement with 840 years of history. Explore
with a local guide and discover its rich cultural heritage.
